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$$$$ PAYING FOR YOUR DEGREE $$$$
· Tuition is $210.00 per credit hour, or $630.00 per course 
· 4 month payment plan - student pays a ¼ portion of the total tuition each month - Put your SSN on all payments
· Under no circumstances is a student allowed to enroll if they are carrying a balance from a previous semester.

· Penalties for delinquent accounts - $25.00 fee and then a collection fee equal to 1/3 of the unpaid balance

Military Tuition Assistance

Navy:
16 semester hours at $250.00 or less per semester hour per fiscal year
· The military pays the school directly.  
· Student routes TA Application through the Command and brings it to the Navy College
· The Navy College produces a TA voucher which the student is to pick-up, sign, and bring to the SIU office.  
· TA must be processed, signed and turned in to me PRIOR to the first day of the class.  
MGIB – VA:   For students who would like to use their VA education benefits
· The VA does not pay the school, they pay the student.  So, the student must pay SIU first and then get reimbursed by VA.
· Chapter 30 benefit - $1034.00 per month for full time enrollment (12 SH)

· Active Duty – VA pays tuition only, on a per diem basis, not to exceed $1034.00 per month.   You will be paid a different amount each month, and at the end of the semester, you should have been paid an amount very close to what you paid in tuition.
1. Submit a VA Form 1990, an application for VA education benefits.  This should be done about 3 months before a student plans on using the GI Bill.  Fill out all three pages, having a Navy College counselor sign the bottom of page 3 for active duty students.  Bring the form to the SIU office where a copy will be kept in the student’s file, and the original mailed to the VA.

2. Within about 3 months the student will receive a letter of eligibility, bring a copy of this to the SIU office.
3.  Verify attendance monthly in order to receive payment.

FINANCIAL AID
· Pell Grant – A grant paid directly to the school, student does not have to repay this grant
· Subsidized Loan – A loan paid directly to the school, student must repay this loan when he/she stops attending school.  Government pays the interest on the loan while student is enrolled in at least 6SH.

· Unsubsidized Loan – Same as above, except student pays the interest while he/she is enrolled in school.

· Most scholarships require the student to fill out a Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA).   SIU recommends you apply online because it is much faster.  We have worksheets to help to assist students when filling out the FAFSA.  
· After you have completed your FAFSA online, and signed it electronically, print out your SAR – student aid report

· Obtain supporting documentation forms from SIU Base office, fill them out properly and return entire packet

· SIU Base office will mail packet to Financial Aid office at Campus

· Financial Aid office reviews packet and applies aid appropriately to student’s account
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
