Student Assignments:

Assignment #1:  Complete a summary of your chosen topic that defines the topic, identifies the affected principals (who or what is affected by this issue), and enumerates the key issues.  Include a reference list, in APA format, that lists a minimum of ten (10) references dated 2002 or later that support your topic. 

Select a current economic, regulatory, or operational issue that is having an immediate impact on the electronics industry.  Your references for this assignment will most likely be current periodicals, newspapers, and electronic media (Internet).  Submit your summary and references list for approval of the topic.  

Assignment #2:  You will submit a 10 to 15 page report on the current marketing trends in your specific electronics area.  This report will discuss, in a narrative style, the current marketing trends and economic factors prevailing within your industry.  Include a reference list, in APA format that lists a minimum of ten (10) references dated 2002 or later that support your topic.  Structure this part of the course as follows:


Introduction


The Current Market Place


The Future Market Place


Successful Marketing Techniques


Unsuccessful Marketing Techniques (if any)


Summary/Conclusion

Assignment #3:  This is to be the preparation of a “briefing” paper and presentation outlining and detailing the findings discussed in your report and summarizing your feelings about the future of the market.  The contents of this “briefing” synopsis will include condensed versions of the charts you would use to explain your topic to an audience (of at least ten individuals) along with the annotated notes of the comments you would make as each chart is shown.  A Power-Point presentation printed out is suggested.  Contact your instructor to arrange a phone or in-person time for your presentation.  

Due Dates:

Assignments must be mailed to the instructor. Each assignment must be postmarked by the due date and must include a stamped self-addressed envelope ( failure to so will result in a ten-point penalty). E-MAIL OF ASSIGNMENTS WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED.  Five grade points will be deducted if an assignment is received past the due date.  Any assignment received after the final due date will be penalized an additional 10 points.  If a student has not turned in any assignments by the add/drop date he/she will automatically be dropped from the course. 

It is the student’s responsibility to ensure the faculty member receives the assignment.
