ATTENDANCE:

The faculty of Southern Illinois University Carbondale affirm the importance of prompt and regular attendance on the part of all undergraduate students. Quality instruction clearly depends upon active student participation in the classroom or its equivalent learning environment. This concept is further expounded upon in the Southern Illinois Carbondale Catalog.
Students who officially register for a session may not withdraw from the University or drop courses merely by discontinuing attendance. Students must go online and officially withdraw themselves from the University or drop any course which they will not attend. Students should notify their local program advisor that they are withdrawing from the University or dropping a course so that the advisor can follow up to ensure the withdrawal/drop was processed correctly.  Ultimately it is the student’s responsibility and the process of withdrawing or dropping courses starts with the student.  Students who stop attending and do not officially withdraw will be assigned a grade of “WF” (failure) and will be liable for the cost of the course or courses not attended.  
STUDENT ASSIGNMENTS AND EXAMINATIONS:

All blackboard tests will be open at 8 am and close at 2400 EST.  Paper is due into Turnitin on date listed below.  Directions are listed in the paper section of this syllabus and on the second page of the List of Topics in Blackboard (learning modules).  Since this is a hybrid course, students are to follow the Syllabus and Blackboard calendar of events.  

Intermediary tests will be given on Saturday afternoons for all meeting date weekends. Meeting date weekends are Oct 1-2 (classroom), Oct 15-16 (blackboard only) and Oct 29-30 (classroom).  All teaching modules will be posted in blackboard.  Although the meeting date for blackboard is listed as October 15-16, students are encouraged to get into the program throughout the entire course.  There can be more than one (1) intermediate test given on any Saturday.
First weekend:

Papers

The purpose of the research paper is to provide the student with a broad knowledge of an Airport Management issue.  All research papers are to be written using APA formatting and consist of title page, abstract, introduction, body, and references. The Students paper is to be written on an Airport Management topic listed under Learning Modules “List of Topics”. 
Make several selections from this listing of topics as they are first come first serve.  Instructor will need to approve your choice.  Once the topic is approved, the student cannot change or modify the topic without the instructor’s approval.  Students that utilize the blackboard system prior to the first day of class can capitalize on selecting a topic of your choice, otherwise student can make their selection and provide to instructor during the first weekend of the class. 
The 10-12 page paper shall be typed, very neat, grammar, sentence, and spelling perfect. Paper length of 10-12 pages does not include title page, abstract, half pages, tables, graphs, pictures or references. A Maximum of 79 points available for papers less than 10 full pages. All tables, graphs and pictures if used shall be included into an Appendix.  
Papers are to be sent to the www.turnitin.com.  No hard copies will be accepted.   Web site using Class ID #4227005, password: newriver, and Class” AVM 372 Airport Management NewRiver” no later than October 29.   Review Student Conduct Code, plagiarism policy.  Any paper that is plagiarized will receive a zero grade.   

Reading Assignments:

Read Chapters 1 through 7 in Wells book and corresponding modules for the midterm and Chapters 8 through 13 and corresponding modules for the final.  Reading assignments are listed in the Blackboard Calendar and in the syllabus listed above.
Testing

Midterm exam will be multiple choice, open book, open note. Final exam will be multiple choice and closed book; however, you can have one 5” by 7” index card of notes to use for the exam.   Each exam contains 25 multiple choice questions, four points each and is based on the textbook and modules. You will have one (1) hour to complete the midterm and two (2) hours to complete the final.   Intermediate tests are two (2) points each consisting of 10 multiple choice questions each.  These intermediate tests are based on the textbook and modules and you will have 30 minutes to complete.  These intermediate tests are closed book and closed note except those during the blackboard sessions.
Incomplete (INC): An INC is assigned when, for reasons beyond their control, students engaged in passing work are unable to complete all class assignments. Students are required to apply, in writing, to the faculty member for an INC. Applications for an Incomplete grade are available from the SIUC office. If the application is approved by the faculty member and should the student fail to complete the course within the time period designated by the faculty member, not to exceed one year, or graduation, whichever occurs first, the Incomplete will be converted to a grade of F and the grade will be computed in the student’s grade point average.

WF: Failure. A grade of WF will be awarded to students who do not officially withdraw from class, cease attending the class, and fail to complete requirements for the course. When awarding a WF, the faculty member will note the date/time of the student’s last date of attendance/participation. 

Course Drops: Students officially drop courses through the program change process. This process is done with the Program Advisor. Unless a student has processed an authorized drop from the course by the published Add/Drop Date, the student will not be allowed to drop the course. It is the student’s responsibility to ensure that the drop process is officially completed. It is probable that a student who does not drop by the Add/Drop Date, but stops attending/participating during the second half of the course, will be awarded a grade of WF.

Instructors will provide guidance and direction to students in the classroom in the event of an emergency affecting your location.  It is important that you follow these instructions and stay with your instructor during an evacuation or sheltering emergency.  If you are located on a military installation, and depending on the type emergency, a senior military member may take control of the situation and direct you on the action to take.
