COURSE NUMBER AND TITLE: HCM 301-3 Introduction to Health Care Management Research
HCM MISSION STATEMENT:
Health Care Management is a broad based educational program designed to develop undergraduate students in managerial and supervisory skills necessary for careers in health and medical care facilities and agencies.

PREREQUISITE TO:  HCM 349-3
COURSE DESCRIPTION:

An introduction to library resources, electronic media resources, and formal academic writing styles common to Health Care Management research.  Introduction to basic theories, concepts, and practices pertinent to Health Care Management.  May be independent study. Prerequisite: Health Care Management major or consent of department.

Outcome #1:

Cognitive Objective:  The student will use a variety of library resources (e.g., periodical indexes, CD ROM, Infotrack, News Bank, Business Wire, etc.) to access Health Care Management related research sources.

Assigned independent library research activity.

Outcome #2:

Cognitive Objective:  The student will use electronic media resources, including Internet, to access Health Care Management related research sources.

Assessment:

Assigned electronic resource research activity.

Outcome #3:

Cognitive Objective:  The student will find, select, and document a collection of professional resources that are relevant to Health Care Management and appropriate for undergraduate level research.
Assessment:

The student will produce reference lists of at least five (5) citations for each assigned topic that include references available through both library and electronic media resources.

Outcome #4:

Cognitive Objective:  The student will research, document, and describe in writing the key components of three (3) basic management theories, concepts, and/or practices pertinent to Health Care Management.

Assessment:
Three (3) descriptive research reports based on printed or electronic media research on faculty assigned topics.

Outcome #5:

Cognitive Objective:  The student will research, write, and document a comparative report that analyzes the strengths and weaknesses of the management theories, concepts, and practices included in the three previous reports.

Assessment:

One final report comparing and analyzing information from three previous reports.

Outcome #6:

Cognitive Objective:  The student will produce written reports that meet the technical, documentation, and writing style requirements of formal academic works.

Assessment:
Faculty evaluation of the student’s four reports to determine if they meet the technical, documentation, and writing style requirements of formal academic works in accordance with the Publication Manual of the American Psychological Association.
